1192-3 – Specification for information management for 
the operational phase of assets using building 
information modelling (BIM).

ISO 19650-3:2020 or PAS 1192-3 provides guidance on 

how to integrate the management of asset information 

across the longer term activity of asset management 

with the shorter term maintenance activities for a 

portfolio.

Download ISO 19650-3:2020 or PAS 1192-3 from the BSI Shop, here: BSI Shop. This is the standard 

you’ll be assessed against and it contains all the requirements you’ll need to meet to achieve the BSI 

Kitemark for Asset Management.
