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Dear Customer,

On 7 June 2022, ISO published ISO 22003-1:2022 (replacing ISO/TS 22003:2013) standard which
supplements ISO/IEC 17021-1:2015 and covers food safety management systems (FSMS).

There is NO change on the ISO 22000:2018 requirements. The changes were on the ISO 22003 standard
and accordingly BSI is upgrading its accreditation from ISO/TS 22003:2013 to ISO 22003-1:2022 (Part 1:
Requirements for bodies providing audit and certification on food safety management systems) and shall
transition all clients following the new/updates requirements.

As part of the process to update BSI's ISO 22000 system with the new ISO 22003-1:2022 requirements,
we are reaching out to you to ensure you are aware of the transition process with the following
requirements:

ISO 22003-1:2022 main changes focus, but are not limited, on the following:

. Incorporates all the requirements of ISO/IEC 17021-1:2015

. Adds new terms and definitions (including a new HACCP Study definition)

. Establishes technical and competence requirements

. Realignment of the food chain (Sub) categories, scope of certification

. Realignment of the audit duration calculation rule and multi-site sampling

. Expanding guidance on the use of the marks

. Updating on requirements for initial audits

. Changes and clarification on requirements for the certification process, competency and
others.

Transition timeline: Transition timeline can start as soon as ANAB ( and/or ACFS) approves BSI s
application and upgrade BSI's accreditation which is estimated to be completed by 31 December 2023 at
the latest. At this stage, BSI will communicate all clients accordingly.

The latest transition start date is 01 April 2024. From this date on all ISO 22000:2018 (and/or
HACCP,GMP,GHP)audits shall be delivered under the ISO 22003-1:2022 requirements. Transition ends by
31 March 2025.



Audit duration: The audit duration calculation rules for ISO 22000 (and/or HACCP,GMP,GHP)certification
audits has been updated in line with the requirements of ISO 22003-1:2022. The BSI office will notify your
organization, in an appropriate time manner, about the change in audit duration for audits to be for ISO
22000:2018 (under ISO 22003-1:2022 requirements).

Sampling for multisite: since ISO 22003-1:2022 has a significant impact related to sampling, BSI will
evaluate each multi-site client to consider if sampling is still allowed and if so, the sample size will be
reviewed accordingly. The new sampling plan shall be fully implemented in accordance with ISO 22003-
1:2022 requirements within the transition timeline stated above. The BSI office will notify your organization,
in an appropriate time manner, about any change regarding sampling for multisite under ISO 22003-1:2022
requirements.

Certificate: I1SO 22000:2018 certificates will ONLY be updated and re-issued following the ISO 22000:2018
audits based on ISO 22003-1:2022 if client has changes in their scope and/or (sub)-categories and AFTER
the client has been successful upgraded (positive certification decision has been taken).

You don't have to worry about the transition process! During your transition audit, BSI will be ready to
support you!
